Master Bath Retreat

ur client was seeking a

quiet retreat where she could

reenergize at the end of a
stressful day. Towards this end, we
created a tranquil spa with a Japanese
soaking tub and Zen-inspired design
elements.

The original layout of the home pro-
vided an initial challenge. When pre-
sented with the existing long, narrow
bathroom hallway and the 5’ circular
tub selected by the client, we knew
we had a significant design hurdle to
overcome. The need to seamlessly
incorporate a Japanese style bath into
a contemporary home compounded
the design challenge.

By removing the hallway wall, we
gained enough space to set the over-
sized tub and the deck it required.
The circular shape of the tub drove

a unique geometric design with steps
and a floating vanity top radiating off
the tub like spokes on a wheel. The
use of soothing green tones in the
beach glass and natural stone com-
pleted the calming effect.
